AND INTERNATIONAL AWARDS
GILROY, CA, June 17, 2010 – Solis Winery will have to expand its trophy case after taking home major awards from several recent wine competitions. At the prestigious California State Fair 2010 Wine Competition, Solis Winery earned Best of Class of Region (Greater Bay Appellation) awards for both its Fiano, Estate 2009, and Sangiovese, Estate 2007. The Santa Clara Valley winery was also honored with Silver Awards for the Cara Mia, Reserve 2006, and Merlot, Estate 2006, as well as a Bronze Award for the Syrah 2006. 

First held in 1855, the California State Fair Competition is considered the oldest and most prestigious wine competition in North America and now draws more than 2,700 entries from over 600 top California wineries each year. Judging takes place over three days by a panel of experienced wine experts. It is the only competition that requires all wines to be entered based on the viticultural area (or appellation) where the grapes are grown, not where the winery is located.

Solis Winery also garnered additional awards at other recent world-wide competitions. At the San Diego International Wine Competition, judges awarded Solis Winery Silver Medals for the Cara Mia, Reserve 2006 and Port. At the Orange County Commercial Wine Competition, the winery took home Silver Medals for the Cara Mia, Reserve 2006 Chardonnay, Estate 2008 and Sangiovese, Estate 2007. The Gilroy-based winery picked up even more awards at the Los Angeles International Wine & Spirits Competition, including Silver Medals for the Chardonnay, Estate 2008 and Seducente 2007, as well as a Bronze Medal for the Port.

“Receiving these top awards at such prestigious competitions makes all of us very proud,” said owner Vic Vanni. “We are humbled to receive such high marks in all of these notable competitions. These honors truly inspire us to continue doing what we love most: producing distinctive wines.”
